Rules: 
• Ages: 12-19 
• Must be a San José resident. 
• Participant must sing. 
• No lip syncing is allowed. 
• Music is allowed. 
• No groups are allowed. 
• 2-minute singing limit. 
• No explicit lyrics. 
• Winners at the branch must be available for the Final Show in May. 
• Participants must sign a release form for pictures. 
• Judges have the final decision. 
• In the event of a tie, there will be a “sudden-death sing off”.  

Judging is based on: 
• Vocal ability 
• Stage presence 

Judges will vote on a scale from 1-10 in each categories.  All scores will be added up and the 
sum will be the contestant’s final score.   

Sudden-Death Sing Off 
If there is a tie, the participants involved will have to be in a final competition to determine a 1st, 
2nd, and 3rd place winner. 
•  Judges will decide on one song all tied participants will sing.  
•  The song will be something that everyone will know (happy birthday, abc’s, etc.) 
•  Each judge will give the participant a score on a scale from 1-10 (1=poor, 10=excellent) 
•  Scores will be added together for a final score. 
•  The highest scoring participant will be the winner.
